1337 Robert & John COPLEY with Robert TONG, indicted at York for slaying John BATESON�1378 Richard [of] SUNDERLAND, Northowram, indicted for the felonious slaying of Henry MATHEWSON with a "pol-hax" at Halifax, at Martinmas 1378.

1379 Poll Tax�Rastrick, Fixby & Hipperholme


�In 1379 a capitation or poll tax was imposed by Parliament, ranging from 4d. to £6.13s.4d. per head. The following year this increased to 12d. per head on every person above 15 years. The names of the inhabitants, except children, were entered by the poll tax collectors, from which the following lists are extracted
